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For Beneficiaries of Temporary protection, benefitting from the extension of the Temporary Protection

Directive up to 4th March 2024

The Irish Minister for Justice has extended immigration permissions for all beneficiaries of Temporary
Protection to 4th March 2024. From 16th February 2023, non-nationals living in Ireland with a
Temporary Protection Certificate (yellow paper), will not need to apply for a new Temporary Protection
Certificate. Expired certificates may be used as proof of entitlement to temporary protection and
related state services until 4th March 2024.

If you have an expired Temporary Protection Certificate, and you intend to travel and subsequently re-
enter the State, please be advised of the following information:

o If you are a national of Ukraine or if you are a national of a country that is not visa required for
Ireland, no
action is necessary.

o If you are a national of a country that is visa-required for Ireland, please contact
temporaryprotection@justice.ie in order to ensure you have the necessary documentation to re-
enter Ireland
without a visa. If you fail to make the necessary arrangements before you travel, you will need to
apply for a visa
to re-enter the State.
